How to follow-up after not passing newborn hearing screening:

1. Call your baby’s doctor for a referral and help getting a follow-up hearing test
with an audiologist who works with babies and has the special equipment.

¢ Talk to your baby’s doctor about the option of testing for Cytomegalovirus
(CMV) prior to 21 days of age.

2. And/or call your insurance company and tell them that your baby needs a
“diagnostic hearing test”. Ask what you need to do to get the test paid for by
insurance.

4. Call the pediatric audiologist and make an appointment.

5. At the appointment with the pediatric audiologist:

¢ Confirm the audiologist takes your insurance, medical card and/or Specialized
Care for Children.

e Have the audiologist send the test results to your baby’s doctor and to the
lllinois Department of Public Health.

Pregnant women who contract CMV can pass the virus to their unborn baby, which
can result in multiple disabilities including: hearing loss, vision loss, poor brain
growth, cerebral palsy, epilepsy, and in rare cases, fetal death. If your infant did not
pass the newborn hearing screening in the hospital, discuss the options for testing
for CMV prior to 21 days of life.
