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Long-term care facility (LTCF) coverage is generally divided according to the Illinois Department
of Public Health (IDPH) health regions (map below). Because there are significantly more LTCFs
in northeastern lllinois, that area has a somewhat different distribution. These regions are
periodically reviewed, and adjustments made to ensure an equitable distribution of the
workload. State agencies that operate 24/7 congregate facilities are assigned specific infection
preventionists in order to have consistency of messaging.
